NEW SHIPS

Two more Straat F-s to come

The Board of Directors announce that an order has
been placed for two fullscantling motor — cargo
vessels to be built at the Hitachi Shipbuilding &
Engineering Co. Ltd., Osaka, Japan, for delivery in
June and September, 1965 respectively.

Each ship will be fitted with four 5-ton cranes, two 3-ton
cranes, eight 10-ton derricks and a 65-ton heavy derrick.
The crane cabins will have heating and cunliug devices.
A Sside-loader’, to facilitate loading of stores through a
special hatch for engine-room and catering departments,
will be fitted in the aft part of the supers ructures.

A special feature of the ships, in the absence of the well-

known two tall masts, is a veriical aerial fitted on the
funnel deck. The Spek-type anchors, which will be built
under license in Japan, will be flush with the hull when
stowed. A permanent 4m.x Sm. swimming-pool will be

fixed on the poop deck.

HATS OFF TO THE STRAAT
FREMANTLE!

The last of the present series of four ships, the Straat
Fremantle, was delivered in Rotterdam on 18th April from
Messrs Piet Smit Jr. to Royal Interoccan Lines. The ship
is at present loading in South America for the Far East.

With the delivery of the Straat Fremantle, the tonnage of
the R.ILL. and R.LL./K.P.M. combination vessels comes
up to about 427,000 long-tons — summer dead weight —
the highest total ever reached by the fleet in our employ.

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m.v. Tjwangi glides under Sydney Harbour bridge to embark passengers for yet another voyage in the Australia —

Japan — Hong Kong — Australia Service.

““ACROSS THE SPARKLING PACIFIC™

So one of R.ILL.s AJHAS advertising folders reads, and
it is usually a fair description of a voyage in either of the
white sister-ships, Tjiwangi or Tjiluwah. One of these
popular ‘yachtlike’ vessels leaves Australia punctually cach
month, and, with the exception of the annual maintenance
period, both are nearly always fully-booked almost a year
in advance. The majority of the 104 First-class and 118
Tourist-class passengers are Australian,

From the ports of Meclbourne, Sydney and Brisbane, the
ships sail through the Coral Sea on a 10-day run across
the Pacific. During the next 10 days they call at six
Japanese ports. Some passengers use their ship as a
‘floating hotel’, making trips ashore in each port, and
others leave for more extensive tours, rejoining the ship
at Kobe. The route then lies through the scenic Inland
Sea and across the China Seas, arriving at Hong Kong
four days later.

A whole five days’ stay in Hong Kong is for many pas-
sengers both a shopping spree in this entrepot of the
world’s goods and a glimpse of the old Chinese ways of
life. The last 13 days of the round-trip is the quickest
direct route back to Sydney, past the Great Barrier Reef.

Whichever the port of embarkation, the combination of
ancient Japan, exciting Hong Kong and carcfree Australia
is proving a great attraction to many travellers.

There must be many R.I.L.'ers involved in the manifold
operations of handling ‘human cargo’ in this service, who
have not been on board — perhaps not even seen one of the
ships; certainly, very few will have made the round-trip.
To complete the picture for many R.LL.ers, therefore,
we are going to follow two young Australians who travelled
in the Tourist Class of m.v. Tjiwangi, leaving Sydney last
February.

When the Straat Magelhaen was launched in June, 1958,
Mr Mayoor (then Sccond Engineer on board) kept some
drawings of three plans of the ship. They laid in a
drawer until 1961, when he started constructing a scale
model (1:100) in his spare time aboard m.v. Tjitarum.

Last September, Mr Mayoor found himself on the Tjibodas
in the Osaka roads, and with his family aboard it seemed
an appropriate time to launch the model.

WEATHER

By John Dyson, Passenger on board m.v. Van Cloon

Four times every day on the ships operated by Royal
Interocean Lines the officers collect scientific information
from the sea and air which, when radioed back to the
nearest port, contributes directly to the weather reports you
hear over the air and on television. All R.IL. cargo and
passenger vessels — the so-called “Selected  Ships™ — collect
the information and radio it in coded form to meteorological
headquarters, which in turn transmit it all over the world.
From the jumble of figures, weather-men are able to tell
the movements and build-up of air masses, and thus deduce
whether or not you should take an umbrella with you to
work.

Ships’ officers regard the job as a routine chore. They
take readings of barometers and temperature thermometers
on the bridge of the ship and on special graphs work the
figures into a brief code.  The messages, sent out by Sparks,
the radio operator, must contain the date and the ship’s
exact latitude and longitude, as well as the direction and
force of wind, the amount of cloud, the height of the
cloud, barometer readings, humidity in the air, air tem-
perature, water temperature, amount of turbulence on the
water, and any further relevant information about fog,
rain, and so on.

The reports are sent every six hours according to Greenwich
Mecan Time. The quartermaster lowers a small canvas
bucket into the sea from the wing of the bridge and catches
a dollop of sea water. Then he pulls it up and puts a
thermometer into it. A few minutes later the officer of the
watch reads the thermometer, as well as the air temperature
and the barometer, which swings on gimbals in the chart
room. The clouds must be assessed by the ofhcer, who
can use a series of picture illustrations as a guide. The
barometer reading of the air pressure is worked out for
sea level, at zero degrees, so that all the reports coming
in from every ship are standardised.

Surface conditions are also a matter of judgement, where
the officer classifies them according to the Beaufort Scale
which ranges from Force One, calm and light airs, to
Force Twelve, or full hurricane, when the air is filled with
foam and the sea is totally white. But it is not often that
a ship encounters a Force Twelve storm! The weather
men also want to know whether the barometer has been
going up or down during the past three hours, and the
officer reads this information from a continuously moving

graph. To take the humidity reading, the officer waves a
special “rattle-like” double thermometer® out of the bridge
window so that a flow of air passes each mercury bulb,
giving readings of greater accuracy.

This job takes the officer of the watch about ten minutes.
It is not a particularly difficult job, but the fact that it
has to be done every six hours, and exactly on time, makes
it tedious and unwanted. However next time you hear
over the radio that rainless weather is to continue, you can
be sure that a part of the information that led the weather
men to this conclusion came from one of the company’s
own ships in the vicinity.

* A Psychrometer.  This instrument for measuring the
relative humidity of the air has a wet and a dry bulb
thermometer.  The wet bulb registers a lower reading
than the dry ane, because of the cooling effect of evapara-
tion. The drier the air, the greater is the rate of
evaporation and the greater will be the difference between
the wet and dry readings; consequently the two readings
provide a measure of the humidity of the air.

Marine Giants planned by Japanese

The Sanko Kisen K.K. are planning two 150,000 d.w.
tankers, the largest vessels of their type in the world. They
will be built by Ishikawajima-Harima Heavy Industries at
the company’s 160,000 tons d.w. building-dock now under
construction in Yokohama area, which is scheduled to be
completed next October.

Dutch Liners purchase by Italians

The two well-known Dutch liners, Oranje (S.M.N.) and
Willem Ruys (K.R.L.) have been sold to an Italian shipping
company (Achille Lauro) for delivery in September and
December of this year respectively.  They will both go into
service on the Italy-Australia run, carrying emigrants.

Ship selection by computer

Problems of finding quickly which ships are suitable
for particular cargoes or trades can now be solved by
an independent computer service started in  London.
Requirements are fed into the computer on a punched
card and it then prints a list of all the ships which satisfy
these requirements.

The computer stores in its ‘memory’ the detailed specifica-
tions of all the 40,000 ships listed by Lloyd’s Register of
Shipping, and this information is brought up-to-date once
every month.  Subscribers to the service pay an annual
subscription and a charge for each question.

One typical enquiry was for a ship meeting 20 specifica-
tions, which included the type, tonnage, speed, derrick
details, the largest hatch, the largest hold, length,
machinery, bunker capacity, navigational instruments ete.
For 37s.6d. the enquirer received the same day a complete
list of all ships meeting these requirements.

The m.v. “Ruys” whilst sailing from Port Elizabeth
to Capetown received on 24[4/'54 an wrgent radio
signal for medical help from the m.v. " Afric” (Shaw
Savill Line) underway from Mauritius to Capetown;
a satlor had met with an accident. A meeting at
sea was arranged, a boat lowered and Dr. T.G.M.
Herckenrath, together with his assistant Yim Kuang
were rowed by the cassap and six sailors, headed by
Srd mate A. Steggerda and 2nd boatswain Leung
Tim to the other ship, where they were anxiously
awaited.

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Fish discharge by suction

Equipment for discharging certain types of fish cargoes by
dry suction has been developed by some Dutch engineering
consultants.  Tests have been carried out with cargoes of
herring, mackerel, sardines and whiting, which shows that
less damage occurs to the cargo than with manual discharge

and that the vacuum does not cause internal injuries to
the fish.

The operation is similar ro that of a grain elevator: the
fish are sucked up a vertical pipe and delivered to a hopper
with an airlock at its base; the airlock has compressed-
air operated gates. Discharge can be made to lorries, ships,
small containers or a conveyor belt.

Barge ‘Containers’ constructed by Japanese

Barges instead of containers are to be carried in a new
type of coaster which has been developed by Mitsui. It
is to be known as a ‘pallet ship’ and will have two decks,
each carrying six barges in two rows; each barge will be
230 tons d.w.

To load the barges, sea water is let into the side and bottom
tanks to submerge the upper pallet deck and the six barges
are floated in through stern doors. Water is then dis-
charged from the tanks to raise the lower pallet deck so
that the other six barges can be floated in. The stern
doors are then closed. There is an automatic adjustment
of the ship’s buoyancy.

The pallet ship will have a tonnage of about 3000, a length
o.a. of 2953”, breadth of 54" and draught of 16'5”.
Diesel engines will develop 1800 b.h.p., giving a speed of
10 knots. Mitsui claim that the ship will drastically reduce
the labour and costs of cargo handling.

In his reply, the Captain said that he looked back with
pleasure on the preceding twenty-five years, and to any
voung man who was looking for life on board ship, he
would recommend ‘life with R.I.L."!
